« We learn of ceremonial laws, feasts,

festivals, and holy days.

- These feasts and holy days were called

Sabbaths because on each of those
days no one was to work.

Hence, they got their names, Days of
Rest! (Hebrew word for sabbath means
rest)

» Find these special Sabbath days -

Leviticus 23: 24,27,32, 37, 38l



Colossians 2:16

- Holy day - included such days as Passover, Feast
of Weeks, etc.

- New moon - celebrations were a part of those
ordinances



Sabbath Days

« Sabbath days - included Passover, Feast of unleavened bread, first fruits,
feast of weeks, Day of Atonement, feast of Tabernacles and many others.
Again, these were all sabbath days because on these days the nation rested:

« -Deuteronomy 31:24-26
e -2 Chronicles 8:13
« -Heb. 10:1

« -Colossians 2:16 vs. Ezekiel 45:17



Deuteronomy 31:24-26

24 And it came to pass, when Moses had made an end
of writing the words of this law in a book, until they
were finished,

« 22 That Moses commanded the Levites, which bare the
ark of the covenant of the LORD, saying,

- 26 Take this book of the law and put it in the side of the
ark of the covenant of the LORD your God, that it may
be there for a witness against thee.

"13Even after a certain rate every day, offering according to the
commandment of Moses, on the sabbaths, and on the new
moons, and on the solemn feasts, three times in the year, even

in the feast of unleavened bread, and in the feast of weeks, and
in the feast of tabernacles.




Hebrews 9:1-5

1 Then verily the first covenant had also ordinances of divine
service, and a worldly sanctuary.

2For there was a tabernacle made: the first, wherein was the
candlestick, and the table, and the shewbread; which is called
the sanctuary.

3 And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the
Holiest of all;

*Which had the golden censer, and the ark of the covenant
overlaid round about with gold, wherein was the golden pot
that had manna, and Aaron's rod that budded, and the tables of
the covenant;
